Applicants must show evidence of the ability and willingness to undertake the necessary study and students are required to have sufficient emotional maturity to be able to cope with the course requirements.  Applicants should also be able to demonstrate appropriate interest, enthusiasm and life experience and to show aptitude and potential for study both at home and on course weekends.

It is our opinion that, applicants under the age of 21 have yet to develop this maturity and would, therefore, find the rigours of the course too demanding. However, in some circumstances, students who can demonstrate the emotional maturity to adequately cope with the course requirements will be accepted. This age-restriction is also applied with consideration for the student’s protection. Such graduate practitioners are likely to be seen as “too young” and, as a result, may find it difficult to establish a client-base.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

The Higher Diploma Course in Hypnotherapy - Psychology is designed according to the latest requirements of various professional organisations. Anyone who wishes to become a therapist capable of helping those suffering from emotional disorders requires a thorough and comprehensive training which includes a clear demonstration of the skills and approaches taught.

Such training should include a study of psychology, and theories and methods of psychotherapy, as well as acquiring the ability to use a wide variety of psycho and hypno-therapeutic techniques.

Course Content

We believe that every human being has the potential to learn and to achieve. There will be an emphasis on the support system provided by the school. As future support providers, students will have to learn to ask for support and to be prepared and able to give it to their fellow students. Each teaching day will start with a brief sharing to provide space for students to express their feelings and to ask for support, with emphasis towards the impact / bearing of the course. 

Course Aims

There will be an emphasis on treating the person as a whole according to the holistic approach to health, treat the cause and not the symptom, treat the person and not the disease. 

We will learn not to find what is wrong and try to fix it but find what is right and teach the person how to use it. 

a) To further develop self-awareness and reflect on how life experiences may facilitate or impede the counselling & hypnotherapy skills process.
b) To increase knowledge, skills and awareness of the counselling & hypnotherapy skills interaction and process, and the inherent structural inequality in the process.
c) To increase student understanding of the tasks, processes and dynamics of the learning group and the impact the group has on personal and professional development.
d) To enable students to recognise and use a complete set of core counselling & hypnotherapy skills within the framework of the analytical therapeutic model.
e) To understand and operate, as appropriate, within the framework of the humanistic model of counselling.
Main Theoretical Model of Course.
Integrative theory within the humanistic-analytic model provides the core of this course. The model being humanistic/analytic.  This model will be presented to students for comparison and debate in order to create an ongoing process where intellectual, emotional and imaginative responses are brought alive. Our underlying assumption is that therapy is most effective when the individual therapist’s theoretical understanding of his/her practice is deeply connected to his/her whole person. It is on this basis that the model is essentially holistic.

In working with this model, we see the relationship between the therapist and the client as the key issue. For example, when we explore this area, we look at how the core conditions put forward by Carl Rogers apply to all counselling situations and how the accurate perception of the transference/counter-transference dynamics can open the way for a more congruent  ‘I / thou’ understanding.  The areas of overlap, for example, in the works of Rogers, Kohut and Jung are discussed and their differences both in tradition and emphasis are examined. The contributions of Lowen, Boadella and Kellerman to the embodiment of feeling and thought also provide a key component. 

We expect lively debate about the nature of human existence, highlighting the optimism of Rogers, Jung and Winnicott and the pessimism of Freud and Melanie Klein. The philosophical and sociological contexts of psychology underpinning these theoretical approaches will be explored. An extremely important area for exploration is the powerful nature of the unconscious and its importance for practice, where we examine the contrasting views of Freud, Jung and Rogers. 

During the course, further explorations of unconscious communications, the way that we hold thoughts and feelings in our bodies, body language and psychosomatic illness are undertaken. We see the psychodynamic approach contributing a rich collection of ideas about human development and psychopathology, and Person-centred thought providing humanistic concepts for understanding perception and behaviour that underlie the whole ethos of the course. 

In addition to the core integrative model, we will also present Gestalt and Cognitive-behavioural approaches to therapy as part of the teaching and skills components. Our experience is that, in attending to difference, respecting diversity and holding the tension of the opposites, a richer unity and symbolism emerges for each student. 

The course work is designed to provide ongoing inter-related opportunities for students to develop their own position from the first of the monthly journal entries, synthesising personal and theoretical enquiry, through to the extended essay and to the final case study. 

Course Objectives

By the end of the course students will be able to demonstrate:-
a) An ability to reflect constructively on:
(i) themselves and their own experience;
(ii) their interactions with individuals and groups through exposure to personal and professional growth processes.
b) a respect for other people’s views, attitudes, belief structures and cultures, with particular respect to those who are disadvantaged in society by reason of class, race, religion, disability, age, gender or sexual orientation.
c) a commitment to anti-oppressive and non-discriminatory use of therapeutic skills.
d) an acceptance of and commitment to the BACP (British Association of Counselling and Psychotherapy) ethics and code of practice for the use of counselling skills.
e) an understanding of the differences between a therapist and a person who uses counselling skills and/or hypnotic scripts.
f) a working understanding of the psychodynamic theory of counselling
g) an ability to use therapeutic skills in their own settings, appropriately and with sensitivity. 
h) an awareness of other models and ways of working and of the need to avoid the danger of using techniques based on limited understanding.
i) to value and make use of supervision in their own practice in which they use counselling & hypnotherapy skills.
j) to be able to understand and analyse how a therapeutic relationship is being developed and maintained.
1. Journal & Journal Appraisal Guidelines

The journal is a private month-by-month record of a student's thoughts, feelings and reflections on his/her learning during the course. It may be handwritten provided due care and attention is directed to ensuring it is legible. 

The working journal is a vehicle for reflection on the course content, class discussion and participation in group  activities as the course progresses. The student is expected to show evidence of understanding and the ability to utilise the course material with attention to the application of counselling theories to daily working and living. It also aims to provide the basis of a written appraisal of personal learning and development, particularly in relation to the theoretical and practical approaches to therapy that have been found meaningful and useful. 

Content and Assessment Criteria

Students are advised to discuss their first few entries with their tutor who will then offer feedback in subsequent tutorials to enable them to prepare for their final appraisal 

In order to achieve a pass, candidates will need to show evidence of ability in ALL the following criteria:

Final Journal Appraisals must demonstrate the following: 

a) A critical awareness of psychological theories, and its integration into practice relevant to you. 

b) A basic awareness of the nature and concerns surrounding confidentiality and professional boundaries. 

c) An understanding and acknowledgement of the role of supervision. 

d) Evidence of personal development and growth of awareness, from a cognitive, emotional and bodily perspective. 

e) Relevance of theoretical ideas to self. 

f) An acknowledgement and understanding of therapy as a process. 

g) Comment on their own and peers' participation during the course. 

h) An exploration and ownership of own values.

i) The role of personal awareness in enhancing the therapeutic alliance. 

j) A respect for the confidentiality of the experiential group. 

The journal’s final appraisal can be referred back to the student for more work relating to specific criteria which it may have been felt were omitted or insufficiently explored. 

2. Seminar paper and presentation

Assessors - Tutor & Peer Group

This is an opportunity for students to choose a topic relevant to counselling & hypnotherapy which is of particular interest to them personally. Whilst the paper is primarily intended to explore and convey the theoretical framework of the subject chosen, the presentation is meant to promote discussion and enquiry within the group; as such, it is also intended to enable students to find some personal meaning in each topic. Students presenting papers are, therefore, expected to be mindful and sensitive to the possible implications of the material they wish to share within the group. Students can present individually or jointly. In the latter case, research and preparation must be shared and individually written up.  

Students will need to present a paper (typed, 2,000 words approx.) to all course members and core tutors which should incorporate the following: 

· An exposition of the theoretical, ethical or practice issues relevant to the subject selected.

· A full bibliography of the books, journals and other extracts or references that have informed their paper, along with the evaluative comments. 

The topic, along with respective handouts or other reading materials, must be distributed at least a day in advance of the presentation, which shall take place in the theory seminars on alternate days to lectures throughout the year. Dates should be agreed within each tutor group and confirmed in a programme, which will be distributed midway into the first term of the course.

Presentations will need to incorporate the following: 

· Reference to the handouts.

· Some comment on the concepts which seemed particularly pertinent to the presenter.

· Discussion of the topic's relevance to therapeutic practice and, if appropriate, a demonstration. 

Content and Assessment Criteria

The tutor will assess:

· The depth and appropriateness of the material presented.

· The level of interpersonal skill with which each student conducts his or her presentation. 

· The degree of exploration and engagement enlisted within the student group.

· Sufficient sensitivity in the manner in which any experiential exercises may be facilitated and some awareness of the possible dynamics within the group.

3. Extended Essay 


Assessors - Tutors 

Individual research into an aspect of the integration of theory 

This piece of work is intended to focus on the theoretical concepts which bear some personal meaning for each student. Whilst these may be drawn primarily from integrative thinking, it is possible that other frameworks may also be relevant and students are encouraged to explore the way in which they personally integrate these into their practice. Consistent with the general theme of the course, this essay seeks to make links between theory, clinical practice and the relevance and significance of the self in its unique contribution to the therapeutic relationship. 

Content

· An introduction, which may include an outline of the student’s personal and academic objectives within this paper. 

· An exposition of the theoretical concepts personally selected by each student. 

· Exploration of the theories which personally resonate with student’s own life experience. 

· A critical appraisal of the potential applications of the theoretical concepts they have selected in their therapeutic practice and work situation. 

· An indication of the nature of any future personal development and learning. 

· Detailed bibliography.

Length: approximately 4,500 words (typed)
In the event that the student has not achieved the required standard in any part of the examinations, the examiners may recommend that he/she be allowed to represent him/herself for a second examination within a one-year period.

Qualifications

On successful completion of the course you will be able awarded the Higher Diploma in Hypnotherapy – Psychology entitling you to use the letters HDip. SACH Hyp after your name. 

Students will be expected to take full case histories and to maintain confidential records. Students will be required to complete three case studies per month to fulfil the course requirements. Case studies will be written as a result of work with supervised study groups.
Opportunities are given for students to present and offer case histories for open discussion. By the end of each year, students are expected to have documented 60 case studies. Students will be tested on their success in developing their own counselling approach according to the integrative principles presented.

By the end of every 12 months of study, students will be required to write an essay on a relevant topic, 2500 words. And one final essay by the end of the course 4500 words 

Through the training there will also be an emphasis on self-awareness, personal growth and development. The practice of co-counselling is encouraged.

PERSONAL THERAPY

Students as future practitioners are expected to be mentally and emotionally fit to help others. Due to the sensitive material that will be handled during the course, it is inevitable that one’s own issues will surface. These issues will be worked with on the course, but as the course is not regarded as ‘therapy’, students will be required to work with these issues outside of the course hours if need be. If students feel they need to refer to therapy at any point within the course, a list of recommended and competent therapists, trained by the School, will be provided. Therapy is not a requirement of the diploma course, but with some professional bodies it is expected as part of their membership requirements.

DURATION

Appreciating the pressures of modern life, time and financial constraints, the training course is conducted at weekends, one weekend (Friday, Saturday, Sunday) every month. The programme is designed to be completed within three years. 
The training days are mainly experiential, and commence from: 10.00am until 6.00pm, Friday & Saturday & Sunday.  30 academic hours per weekend.
There will be two 15-minute tea breaks and  1-hour lunch & dinner breaks. As we will be working as a group, students are encouraged to bring food to share, and the lunch break is an integral part of the course.

Throughout the training course, students are expected to meet weekly between the course dates. 
One evening a week for 3 hours. This is to enhance practice and gain benefit from the exchange of information in regard to practice and previous knowledge from those students already in the caring professions.

On year three, you will be required to attend 2 residential seminars, the first one as a full participant the second as a seminar assistant, in which you will be fulfilling duties of small group supervision, under the supervision f the course tutor.

In addition you will be required to attend 4 hours monthly case supervision meetings

Total of 1540 academic hours in three years.

ASSESSMENT

The assessment on this course is ongoing and accumulative. Students have to demonstrate understanding of what they are doing, being able at all times to explain and clarify their therapeutic interventions as well as being able to critically evaluate their work and the work of others. 

By the end of the course students are expected to submit a portfolio of case studies that show evidence of understanding and applying the course material to therapy.

As we have a professional responsibility to maintain a high standard of practice within the Hypnotherapy - Psychology field, the School staff will constantly assess students. If any student does not reach the required standard of work, intellectually and interpersonally, then we will do our best to offer personal support.

As we strongly believe that hypnotherapy is a tool of therapy, and it will be irresponsible to practice therapeutic techniques without good knowledge of psychology, counselling and psychotherapy.

The course syllabus covers in depth those areas.                                                                                               

Counselling Skills:  A Three Stage Model
Introduction to psychology; psychoanalytical theories of personality; Freud, Jung and Adler.  You will learn to identify the stages of childhood development according to Freud; identify and work with defence mechanisms; explore basic theory of Jungian archetypes and work with Adler’s birth order theory. 
Object Relations Therapy:  Utilizing Transference and Countertransference
Often an inner parents for the inner child is not enough for your clients.  They need your parenting as well.  Using Winnicott’s concept of holding the client, Melanie Klein’s theory of the paranoid-schizoid position and Bowlby’s Attachment Theory, we will learn to work with and within the transference and countertransference in the hypnotic state to maximise client results.  We will also learn corrective parenting skills for the therapist.
The Therapeutic Alliance
Using Cognitive-Behavioural Therapy to facilitate client change.  Unfocused listening – how to listen to what the client is not saying that you need to know.  Using the “Internal Supervisor” – (your inner guide to effective therapy work) to evaluate objectively while also sharing subjectively the client’s process.  Developing an understanding of how the therapeutic relationship is developed and maintained.

The child you once were is still alive in your adult shell, we will learn how to access the child we once were, and create a dialogue with this child.

  From Regression to Progression
All Hypnotherapists know how to fix the past.  Now learn to help clients discover and experience a clear path to their future.  They will learn to discover and resolve every obstacle, every incremental step to this dynamic future, using both the Future Self and rescue missions for whichever inner child may be blocking each stage of the client’s journey to fulfilment.
Archetypes and the Conference Room
Working with myths, dreams and fairy tales, accessing the illogical subconscious mind, to resolve unconscious conflicts.
 Taking sub-personalities work down to the body and up to the soul by incorporating Transactional Hypnoanalysis and Alchemical Hypnotherapy methods of sub-personality work.
First help your clients to integrate mind and body into a spiritual integrated self by developing awareness of our body’s different parts as archetypes within our psychic makeup.

 Then we will integrate the Western tradition of fairy tales as archetypes of our collective unconscious with the Native American tradition of animals as sources of wisdom and power. By placing these figures around the conference room table we experience sub-personality work at a deeper soul level.  

 We will also learn to deal with the issues of transition and bereavement, which are an integral part of the human condition.
